Located in Linthicum in North Anne Arundel County, the
Creston G.Tate and Betty Jane Tate Foundation
Chesapeake Hospice House was the first hospice residence
constructed in Maryland. Opened in late 1996, it was
originally constructed as a six-bedroom home for patients
needing end-of-life care. As time went on, the need for
additional patient rooms became apparent, as well as a need

Beyond the clinical
needs of our patients and their loved
ones, the garden fills a more spiritual
need — the need to step into a different
space — a place of relaxation and
meditation.

From eft, Mariposa Garden
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A True Chesapeake
Treasure

he story of Chesapeake
I Treasures, Hospice of the
Chesapeake’s resale outlet, is

the story of the little store that could —
and ultimately did.

At the beginning of April the ‘little’ store
climbed yet another mountain, arriving
victoriously at the south end of the Park
Plaza Shopping Center in Severna Park,
both stronger and more poised for store
success. The six founding volunteers
could hardly have foreseen the changes
made over the past decade — from a small
thrift shop to a large successful
consignment resale store.

The origins of the shop began back

in the mid-1990s when Catherine
Smith first thought about a fund
raising project for an established
cancer support group she was involved
with through the American Cancer
Society known as CaRes.

‘Next to New; the small thrift shop
which began as that Cakes fundraiser,
was located along Jumper’s Hole Road
in Pasadena. A growing number

of other area support groups and the
dissolution of CaRes and the subsequent
dwindling financial backing made it
necessary to obtain outside help.

Bob Law, already a volunteer with
Hospice of the Chesapeake and also one

of the original project members through
CaRes, thought that an alignment with
Hospice of the Chesapeake could prove
beneficial for both entities. He
approached President and CEO Erwin
Abrams with the idea in February of
1997. In short order, the Hospice of the
Chesapeake Foundation Board agreed to
the idea. What followed was the birth

of Chesapeake Treasures, volunteers,
inventory, equipment and all!

By May, a new site had been secured
within the Park Plaza Shopping Center
on Ritchie Highway and the former
‘Next to New’ volunteers had relocated
the business. Who could have imagined
that only 10 short years later Chesapeake
Treasures would again evolve into
something yet even bigger and better.

“The whole experience gave me a lot
of knowledge to bring to the future
shop and hospice,” said Dee
Blomquist, manager of Chesapeake
Treasures for the past 10 years.

Following a successful decade but
facing level sales and a maturing site in
need of substantial upgrades, Hospice
of the Chesapeake’s volunteers and staff
members looked for cost effective
alternatives and exciting ways to boost
sales. Fortunately the current property
manager had another location within
the same center available — double the
size and for comparable rent.

During the course of just a few short
weeks, the shop relocated in its entirety
up the sidewalk to its new home. This
quick move was made possible with
the assistance of many volunteers,
Hospice of the Chesapeake staff, local
volunteer craftsmen and the youthful
strength of the local Severn School
Boy’s Varsity lacrosse team who
physically moved the contents of the
store into the new
location.
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. With this
accomplished, a new staff
member was added to the Hospice of
the Chesapeake employee roster —
retail sales manager Donna
Richardson, and the concept of
consignment was adopted.

Mrs. Richardson comes to Chesapeake
Treasures with exceptional experience,
especially in the retail scene, where she
worked as manager of a Hallmark store
in Riva, Md., and in the Annapolis
Mall. She had also been a hospice
patient care volunteer in both
Connecticut and Pennsylvania for 10
years before relocating to the area.

“Hospice is just near and dear to my
heart,” said Mrs. Richardson. “I believe
in the whole philosophy of hospice.”

As for working with an all-volunteer
staff she said, “These are devoted, really
caring people who give generously of
their time and talents. No question
about that.”

And although it’s only been a short
time since the relocation, the new
improved Chesapeake Treasures’ daily
revenues have increased substantially,
primarily a result of shifting the focus
from exclusively donated goods to a
consignment concept. Today the
‘stock’ also consists of furniture
and other larger pieces of
merchandise which were unable
to be accommodated in the
previous, smaller location.

L “I’'m very enthusiastic about
the changes. To date we’ve
raised approximately $350,000
; towards general patient use,”
said Bob Law, treasurer of the
Chesapeake Treasures Board of
Directors.“l consider it ‘found money’
because all of the stock was donated.
The money was earned from things
people could no longer use”

“As they say,‘One person’s trash is
another person’s treasure.””

The store is located at 562-B Ritchie
Highway in the Park Plaza Shopping
Center in Severna Park. Store hours are
from 10:30 a.m. to 5 p.m. Monday
through Saturday and until 7 p.m. on
Thursdays.

Through various
reflective activities, the youth
experience emotions, face challenges
and transform their own confusion
and sadness into accomplishments and
personal triumphs. All of this coincides
in the midst of making new friends
and having fun with their peers.

Camp Nabi participants and volunteers enjoy an
experience with sound together.

“Thanks to you, your staff and the
volunteers for the experience my
sons, James Jr. and Jonathan, had at
Camp Phoenix Rising,” said Karen
Burks of Upper Marlboro. “It is hard
to believe that just a week ago they
truly wanted no part of the camp,
counseling or bereavement services
of any kind. However, after the
pre-camp meeting, they were a little
less negative about participating.
When | picked them up from the
camp on Sunday, they had nothing
but wonderful things to say about the
weekend experience. Both said they
had a great time and were glad they
went. | hope you realize how
MAJOR this is — these two young
men were adamant that they did not
want any parts of this service.
